“Rusmolco” showed steady positive dynamics in 2013
The “Russian Dairy Company” (“Rusmolco”) summarized the results of work performed in 2013. Despite of the difficult situation in the dairy industry, the company implemented all plans and showed the positive dynamics of development. In comparison to 2012 the cattle population increased by 15%, the gross milk yield - by 21%.

Specialists of the «Russian dairy company» are looking back on the results of 2013. Over the previous year, one of the largest milk producers in the country has been doing an outstanding job. Despite of the difficult situation in the dairy sector of the Russian Federation within recent months, the company is not going to give up the intended plans.  Rusmolco keeps up the implementation of its projects and shows steady positive dynamics of all main indicators.
In 2013 “Rusmolco” increased the cattle population by 15%. The increase was mainly caused by taking into use the new complex in Arshinovka, Penza region. The complex is designed for 4600 cows. In fall of 2013 the first-step tasks were completed and in the beginning of October 1100 Holstein heifers were shipped from the USA. By the moment of arrival at the complex heifers were 2-5 month pregnant. The first calving began in December.
The next step of the development of the complex took place in the middle of December when 920 heifers more arrived at the farm. The same as during the first step, the cattle was selected by specialists of “Rusmolco” in the USA. Calving is planned for spring 2014.

In comparison to 2013 milk production increased by more than 20%, 35, 8 thousand tons. The gross milk yield increased not only because of significant rise of cattle population, but also due to considerable improvement of cow performance. Modern technologies, newest achievements in the sphere of feeding and watering, well-organized livestock management allow “Rusmolco” to increase constantly the average daily milk production. 
If in 2012 the company had 18,6 liters of milk from each cow per day, this number increased to 19.7 liters in 2013. General Director of the «Russian Dairy Company» Pawel Redzisz said that the company would continue to develop intensively. “In 2014 we are planning to fill up the new complex in Arshinovka. After reaching its full capacity it will produce 120 tons of milk a day. We expect that each cow will produce 28-30 liters of milk a day or up to 10 thousand liters per head a year. Moreover our main target is to produce premium quality milk which is the most demanded at the market nowadays.”
Due to the growing number of livestock, “Rusmolco” focuses its attention on the feed provision. The necessary quantity of feed was prepared on time, people had to work extra hours to finish procurement of fodder and even bad weather conditions (two months of continuous heavy rains) could not stop the implementation of plans. As a result: 40 thousand tons of corn for silage were laid; stocks of haylage increased by 3.5 times or up to 62,5 tons; 4.5 thousand tons of hay were harvested, which is twice more in comparison to the previous year. To say more, the gross amount of grain harvested all over the farms is 61 thousand tons, and average crop yields increased twice compared to 2012, from 1.7 centners per 1 hectare till 3.16 centners per 1 hectare. The cattle population is fully provided with feed.
