920 PEDIGREE HEIFERS ARRIVED AT DAIRY COMPLEX OF «RUSMOLCO» 

In spite of the fact that there are many challenges in dairy business of the country, “Rusmolco” keeps up the projects planned before. 920 heifers more arrived at newly constructed dairy complex of “Rusmolco” in Nizhelomovskiy area of Penza Region. As for now the total livestock population of the complex including newly arrived cattle is 2000 heads. 
Russian Dairy Company continues to fill up a new dairy complex for 4600 heads in the village Arshinovka, Nizhelomovskiy area of the Penza Region. On 18th of December 2013      920 heads of Holstein-Frisian heifers arrived at the farm. Heifers are 2-5 months pregnant; the calving is expected in spring 2014. 
“The implementation of the project in Nizhelomovskiy area is in process and in accordance with plans of the company even despite the dairy business crisis. As for now the complex is semi-filled up with high productive pedigree cattle and first milk is already received. Cows that arrived in the beginning of October have started to deliver their first calves. Within the next year when the company reaches the full capacity, the complex will work at its highest efficiency and will produce about 120 tons of premium milk per day” - mentioned the General Director of LLC Management Company “Rusmolco” Pawel Redzisz.
The same as previous shipment that arrived two months before, all heifers were carefully selected by the specialists of “Rusmolco” at dairy complexes of the USA. During livestock selection the employees of the company estimated the breeding value of cattle. Employees examined the genetics of animals carefully because this data allows to predict the cow performance, the high attention was paid to animal conformation in general: the weight of animal shall be 450-540 kg and height at hips – no less than 1,3 meter. 

According to the delivery contract all the heifers are artificially inseminated with the semen of the best sires. More than half of all heifers are inseminated with sexed
 semen with confirmed positive genetic index. It means that off-springs will get all best genetics qualities of sire.
The chief veterinarian of the State Budgetary Institution of the Penza Region was sent to the USA to run quarantine, to examine epizootic situation and to sign appropriate veterinary certificates. The representative of official veterinary was on quarantine base within 21 day, where he monitored animals’ health and ensured the vaccination procedure.
At the moment animals are under quarantine on the new farm of “Rusmoco”, where they are kept safe; rest and quality feed are provided. After period of adaptation, which lasts 30 days, animals will be released from quarantine and put into the main herd under control of the Territory Directorate of Republic of Mordovia and Penza Region and State Veterinary Office of Penza Region.

“Russian Dairy Company” (“Rusmolco”) is the leading milk producer and one of the biggest dairy market players. As for now “Rusmolco” consists of nine farms that specialize on dairy farming and agri production. Total area of land – 136 thousand hectares, number of livestock population as for December 19, 2013 – 11,5 thousand heads.

In 2007 “Rusmolco” started its activity in the region with reconstruction of old dairy farms; now the priority of “Rusmolco” is construction of new world-class dairy complexes. Now the company has two active projects started from scratch in Penza Region: industry complex for 3600 heads in Narovchat area and modern farm for 1200 heads in Kuznetsk area.

On the 30th of January 2012 RUSMOLCO signed a cooperation agreement with company Olam, one of the global leaders in agriculture, to develop dairy farming and agri production in Penza Region. The parties are intended to invest about 400 million US Dollars within the frames of first step project implementation - till 2015. The plan is to increase milking cow population to 20 thousand heads, and to expend the arable land area to 106 thousand hectares.

Dairy Complex for 4600 Heads in village Arshinovka, Nizhelomovskiy area of Penza Region
The construction of dairy complex for 4600 heads of milking cows, which started in summer 2012, is implemented within the frames of strategic partnership between Olam International and “Rusmolco”. The first step of project includes investment of 400 million US Dollars till 2015 and increase of milking cow population to 20 thousand heads. 

The project in village Arshinovka is the first facility, construction of which was planned by the partners. New dairy complex is completely different from dairy farms already existing in our country; it is planned that the dairy complex will produce 120 tons of milk per day or 46 thousand tons per year.

On the 5th of October 2013 the first batch of cattle consisting of 1080 high productive pedigree Holstein-Frisian heifers arrived to the dairy complex from the USA. All heifers are 2-5 month pregnant; they are expected to deliver their first calves in the end of the year. The specialists of "Rusmolco" plan to receive 30 liters of milk per day or till 10 thousand liters of milk per year from each cow.
Animals will be placed in separate confinement-based stall specially equipped for each of them in the new building. The feeding of animals is performed automatically using mixer-distributor computer controlled loading system and dosing of feed components. Feed base had been prepared in advance: before the cattle arrived, the forage enough for 1.5 years was put into silage trench. To provide water for animals block drinkers with automatic water level and heat were placed.
The whole complex, which is still under construction, is located on 45 hectares and consists of about 30 production and infrastructure objects, including five cow barns, two milking halls “Rotary” and “Parallel”, silage trenches, lagoons for manure and some other auxiliary buildings and constructions, so all necessary infrastructure will be constructed.

The cost of project is 2,4 billion rubles. The partner of “Rusmolco” is JSC “Rosselkhozbank”. It is planned that the amount of financing received from the bank will be 1,9 billion rubles. At the beginning of September Rosselkhozbank has already given out more than 770 million rubles for project implementation. The credit facilities for construction and installation works, purchase of technical and agricultural equipment, vehicles and heifers have been opened.
� Sexed semen (semen separated by gender) - semen, separated into Х- and У-chromosomes, received during special process, which guarantees the preferable gender of animal by 90 percent, in this case – increase the number of heifers.
